Reorganization Law Improvement Coalition Goals
The school units, municipalities and organizations of the Reorganization Law Improvement Coalition have come together in support of the following four policy changes:

1.) Making reorganization achievable – Granting the Commissioner the authority to reduce the number of students required in an RSU/AOS from the current level of 1200, providing that those receiving this exemption demonstrate a plan for cost reductions and improved delivery of administrative services.

2.) Allowing for future change – Creating a mechanism for a municipality to leave its RSU/AOS and become compliant through membership in a different RSU/AOS.

3.) Easing cooperation – Developing a strategy for the Department of Education to provide disaggregated GPA allocations depending on the needs of a particular RSU/AOS (e.g. differentiating the allocations between former districts or individual municipalities within the new unit).
4.) Improving the tone – Changing the penalty structure to allow districts time to work under these improved conditions and take into account dire economic conditions and projected funding reduction.
